We
gather friends all along the way and bring

fruits and vegetables for the shrine. Like
Mogallana many, many years ago .0

In the classical story of Obon that can
be traced back to the Ullambana Sutra, it
is the story of a Mogallana who used his
extraordinary powers to visualize the
whereabouts of his mother who recently
died. Mogallana was surprised to find her

suffering in the realm of the hungry
ghosts, one of the six realms of
existences in Buddhism. Using his

powers, he filled a bowl with food and had

it sent to her. However, as soon as she

put the food into her mouth, it burst into
flames. Finding himself at witsi end,
Mogallana ran to seek the advice of the
Buddha. The Buddha explained that
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although his mother was kind and gentle
and appeared devoted to him; in reality
she did so forsaking all other people who
needed help. The Buddha told Mogallana
that it would be impossible to save his
mother by himself, but needed the
combined help of all beings and that the
only way was to make offerings of food.

But in Jodo Shinshu, Obon s
characterized as fikangi-eo or joyful
gathering. It is a festive occasion to

celebrate all that we have as a living
being. It gives us a chance to express

our gratitude to our ancestors, teachers

and friends, to show appreciation to them

and to express how fortunate we are to

be able to Ilisten to the Buddhais
teachings. We celebrate the opportunity

that we have to be able to follow the
teachings and put them into our daily
lives.

We discuss some really
interesting topics during our
daily exercise sessions. Some
mornings, it's about healthy eating places.
Other morning it's about Korean
movies. One morning a member was
complaining that she's been having more
arthritic pain lately. Another member
quickly gave her a remedy by suggesting
she soak 9 golden raisins in a glass of gin,
wait until the gin evaporated, then eat the
raisins.  She claimed it cured her arthritic
pain.

Coincidentally, in  the May - June 2011
issue of Arthritis Today , researcher Larry
Lindner investigated several myths about
certain kinds of foods that supposedly
cure arthritic pain and inflammation. On
the gin -raisin cure, according to Linder, it's

an old tale. Some 25 years ago, Russian
researchers found that the sulfur
containing compound called dimethyl

sulfoxide helped lessen destructive joint
changes in mice. Other research looked
into the merits of sulfur compound
methylsulfonylmethame to see if it helped
osteoarthritis  pain. The results were
inconclusive. No scientific study has
shown that gin soaked raisins reduced
human pain or inflammation.

Nevertheless, Dr. Wei, Director of the
Arthritis Treatment Center in Frederick,

MD takes a more practical approach. He
pointed out that whether the gin -
raisin remedy is true or not from a
scientific point of view, it still maybe
helpful because some patients believe it's
helpful. A lot of people believe  some foods
are helpful. If they feel better with no
adverse side effect, more power to
them!"
